Shooters are responsible for their own gun (rentals available through Lehigh Valley 
 Sporting Clays; call clubhouse for rates and reservations), eye protection (can be  
 purchased  from LVSC), ear protection (provided at no cost by LVSC), and weather 
 protection. Golf carts, if desired, are available for a fee through LVSC. 
 
 50/50 Drawing/Raffle Tickets (2 tickets $10.00, 5 tickets $20.00) will be available  
 for all participants at the Registration Desk before, during and after the Shoot. Tickets  
 for 50/50 winners (25%; 15% and 10% of total Ticket Revenue) and tickets for raffle 
 prizes will  be drawn at the completion of the Awards presentation. 
 

Mulligans (maximum 5 per shooter, first 3 shells for $10.00, maximum 5 shells for $20.00) 
will also be available at the Registration Desk before the Shoot. Reminder: tell your squad 
leader that you want to shoot a missed target, hand your squad leader a mulligan ticket and 
good luck.
